Virtual COM port (VCP) drivers cause the USB device to appear as an additional COM port available to the PC.  Application software can access the USB device in the same way as it would access a standard COM port.   FTDI’s CDM drivers provide Virtual Com Port (VCP) functionality through a single driver install file <CDM 2.04.16.exe>  detailed below:
